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This book is designed for use in JPNS1020 at Macquarie University.

The text is divided into twelve weeks. Except for the first and last weeks, each week is
broken into six sections: sample dialogues, vocabulary, grammar, kanjl culture
note, and workbook. The first and last weeks have review sections replacing grammar.

The sample dialogues each week contain model conversations that utilize the week’s
vocabulary and grammar. Recordings of these dialogues are available on iLearn.

The vocabulary section of each week lists the terms you are expected to memorize by the
end of each week. You are expected to familiarize yourself with these terms before your
practical each week, and memorize them before the end of each week. Words are divided
by part of speech (e.g., noun, adjective) or by categories (e.g., country, food). After Week 3,
words are presented in plain form (see Week 3 Grammar). Vocabulary are shown in kanji
when their kanji are introduced in the same chapter, or have already been introduced. A
complete vocabulary list using all kanji learned this semester is available at the end of this
book. A list of last semester’s vocabulary (in polite form) is available as well. Vocab flash
cards are available on iLearn, in the Additional Activities section of each week.

The grammar section of each week explains the major grammar points, and provides
examples of their use. These sections are meant to supplement in-class explanations, not
replace them. Make sure that you also attend to class slides, in-class/recorded instructions
(recordings are on ECHO360), and the practice exercises on iLearn.

The culture note section for each week provides an introduction to an aspect of Japanese
culture. This material is just for your personal interest; it is not tested.

The kanji section in each week introduces 12 new kanji. Each kanji is presented with its
meaning(s), kun-yomi (“Japanese” reading), on-yomi (“Chinese” reading), and sample
uses. You are not expected to memorize all readings for each kanji —just the readings used
for vocabulary covered in class. Likewise, the sample uses will sometimes show kanji you
haven’t learned yet. For instance in the example from Week 1 below, you can see the kanji
— includes the kanji [F], 43, ¥, and 4£4E in it’s “sample uses” even though these kanji are
not taught until a few weeks later. You do not need to memorize any kanji until they have
been formally introduced; we are just preparing you for uses of the kanji that will come.

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Kanji Basics
In standard Japanese, kanji, hiragana, and katakana are all used together to write a
sentence. So while our sentences in Japanese class so far have looked like this:

Pllidvya—l—TR0HAL TIREBEAZTEZSALET L9 LET,
In standard Japanese writing they would actually look like:

Don’t panic! We won’t be writing using this many kanji yet, and we won’t start with kanji
that have lots of strokes. However, while kanji may seem difficult at first, by the end of the
semester we promise that you will find it easier to read sentences that use kanji then
sentences that don’t. For instance, one common example of how useful kanji are is the
tongue-twister niwaniwaniwatoriganiwairu (there are two chickens in the yard). In
hiragana, this sentence is very hard to read because of the repeated sounds! But with kanji,
the meaning of the sounds in the sentence are quite clear.

Furthermore, 400-600 kanji make up 80% of the kanji used in most texts. So even just
learning a few hundred kanji open up a huge amount of reading!

How do Kanji Work?
Kanji are different from hiragana and katakana because they usually represent sound and
meaning. So you can only use kanji to write a sound when the sound matches the kanji’s

meaning. For example, one kanji that we learn in Week 1is 7. This kanji is read as = but
it also means “five”. As such, we can only use it to write ~ when Z means five.

In the sentence below the sound Z appears three times, but as you can see . only

represents the Z in Z U (five o’clock). The other uses of = each use a different kanji since
each one represents a different meaning.

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Another feature of kanji is that they can have multiple readings. For example, the kanji
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character A\ means “person/people”, and can be read as U & (a kun yomi, or “Japanese”
reading) and U A (an on yomti, or “Chinese” reading). Understanding which reading is
used in a given context requires remembering Japanese vocabulary. Put simply, you
cannot use readings which don’t create Japanese words. For example, A is used twice in
sentence below for different readings. But if you know Japanese, you won’t mix them up.

That said, there are
a few exceptions, and kanji compounds also sometimes have special readings unique to the
compound. These special cases are highlighted in the kanji sections of this textbook.

When you write nouns in kanji, kanji usually represent the whole noun. In contrast,
Japanese verbs and adjectives usually keep some parts in hiragana. For instance, 72~ % 4
is written using kanjiand hiragana as X% 4. In this unit book, parts of a word that are
written in hiragana will be put in ( ) in the kanji lists, as in ®(-~<% 7).

Writing Kanji

When writing kanji, it is very important to follow the stroke order because: 1) it helps the
kanji look legible, 2) it ensures you use the correct number of strokes, and 3) it will help

you use electronic dictionaries (they search by stroke order). Stroke orders like the image

A Brief History of Pre-Modern Japan - HZA® B

Japan’s history is normally divided into eras (F#{X.), each with its own name (7t 75). It’s
important to note that, especially for the older eras, there is debate over the exact range of
years, and the notion of a single “Japan” is a comparatively recent one in Japanese history.

Prehistoric/Neolithic Japan
The first named period of Japanese history is the Jomon period, which dates between
14,500 BCE and 300 CE. This period involved developments in hunting, fishing, pottery, A
and villages, but is marked by malnutrition. The Yayoi phase (300 BCE — 300 CE), started '

after immigration from North Asia brought important agriculture developments, especially
rice paddy cultivation, and increased diplomatic ties with what are now Korea and Chin

Heian Period

The “courtly” Heian period (CE 794-1185) is marked by major developments in art,
governance, architecture, and literature. Hiragana and katakana developed at this time,
and Buddhism, Confucianism, and Chinese-style bureaucracy spread. The Heian court also
attempted to expand and control Japan’s northeast and western territories. Gradually, the
court lost power as its attentions become detached from the interests of civilian, religious,
and military leaders. Warlords gained power, and Japan entered a period of samurai rule.

The Warring States Period
The feudal system created at the end of the Heian period lead to gradual power conflicts
between samurai families, temples, and civil leaders, leading to all-out civil war between
1467 and 1582. Ultimately, Odu Nobunaga and his allies defeated other challengers, but
not before Nobunaga was assassinated. Toyotomi Hideyoshi took Nobunaga’s place as
general, introduced a strict caste system which restricted social mobility, and lead
unsuccessful but devastating invasions of Korea between 1592 and his death in 1598. i
Hideyoshi asked his ally Tokugawa Ieyasu to make his son Japan’s next ruler, but Ieyas:
instead went to war with Ishida Mitsunari for control of Japan. Ieyasu defeated Mitsunar
in the Battle of Sekigahara (1600 CE), and his armies killed Hideyoshi’s son in 1615.

The Edo Period
The Tokugawa shogunate (1603-1868 CE) is especially known for sakoku, or the “closed
country” policy. Most trade with other nations, Western ones in particular, was restricted
to ports in Nagasaki. The shogunate also continued the strict caste systems set up earlier,
forbid Christianity, reformed the state around neo-Confusion ideals, and required samurai
lords to spend alternate years in the new capital (Edo, what is now Tokyo) and pay tribute.
While thislead to a period of stability, discontent grew, and threats from nations like the
United States forced Japan into unequal trade contracts which weakened perceptions of
the shogunate’s strength. Between 1868 and 1896, the Choshii, Satsuma, and Tosa
domains rebelled and defeated the Tokugawa shogunate in the Boshin War, nominally
reinstating the emperor as head of state and setting the stage for Early Modern Japan.

Brett L. Walker’s A Concise History of Japan (2015) is an excellent source for further detail on Japan’s history.

Grammar point 3.1: Introduction to plain present forms

Up until today, we have learned the “polite” or “ T4~ - £ 7 style of Japanese. This week,
we are going to learn the Japanese “plain” form. The “plain” form is also often called
“dictionary form” because it is the form Japanese words appear in when you look them up
in dictionaries. For instance, when you look up “to eat”, it will probably appear in the form
7z~ % rather than the form 7= ~% 4. But both are the “same” word!

Plain form is often confused with “casual” Japanese, but they are not the same thing. At
the end of the day, the plain form is just a conjugation style. It is necessary for many
grammar patterns (found across all formality levels), and is actually the base form for
formal essays. Casual Japanese is instead an entire speaking style which involves slang,
dropped particles, and other features absent in formal writing. For example, essays using

plain form require the 72 ending (see 3.2.a), while casual speech can drop 7-.
On quizzes, assignments, and tests in this class, the use of forms found only in casu w FLIN
Japanese will be marked as incorrect, as they are inappropriate for an academic context. @

plain form, as each set of verbs conjugates in a different (but consistent!) way.

Japan is often stereotyped as having “one language”, but this is far from the truth. The
Japanese archipelago hosts a multitude of languages and dialects, including indigenous
languages. The Ryukyuan languages of Okinawa and its surrounding islands share a
distant common ancestory with Japanese, but the two languages are now as different as
English and French. The Ainu languages of Hokkaido, now critically endangered, are from
a distinct language family but have influenced Japanese vocabulary:

“reindeer” w.r “smelt (fish)” “otter”

The idea of a single “Japanese” language is also historically rather new. Before the Edo
period, it was quite likely that two samurai from different prefectures (called < (Z at the
time, now the word for “country”) would have trouble understanding each other. This was
doubly true for commoners. After pilgrimage to Edo was enforced, the Edo dialects became
a sort of de-facto common language among the upper class, but an official push to create a
national unified “Japanese” only started to gain force in the mid-1800s. These efforts
produced the Japanese we study here (based on an upper-class dialect of Tokyo males), but
also resulted in the suppression of lingusitic diversity. Students who spoke their native
dialects and languages in schools were often punished, especially in Hokkaido/Okinawa.

Lately though, dialects have become celebrated more in Japan, and terms once restricted
to a limited geographic areas have spread throughout Japan through Japanese media. The

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Grammar point 5.1: Transitive and intransitive verbs
This week we will learn about transitive and intransitive verbs. These two verb types
exist in most languages, including English. You use them all the time! However, most
people who grew up using alanguage don’t notice transivity even though it is something
all learners of a language must study. And transivity is especially important in Japanese.

So what is transitivity? Transivity tells us if a verb can/must/can’t link to a direct object.
Most verbs are ambitransitive, which means direct objects are allowed but not required.

Ambitransitive ¥eEb (with direct object)

Hokkaido & Okinawa

Hokkaido and Okinawa were not always treated as part of Japan by the Japanese
government, and their native populations have been subject to unequal treaties, forced
integration/labor/marriage, and other forms of discriminatory treatment.

Hokkaido’s native population are the Ainu. Until the late 1800s, Ainu were not considered
Japanese citizens even as areas of Hokkaido entered Japanese control. Around 1890, the
Japanese government placed all of Hokkaido under Japanese authority, forced them to

learn Japanese, and forbid Ainu cultural practices and traditions for decades. As one @
result, the Ainu language is now critically endangered. Japan did not officially recogniz g;
the Ainu as a distinct cultural group that had experienced discrimination until 2008. "8

Okinawa Prefecture was established in 1879. Although the Ryukyuan islands have their
own indigenous languages, religions, and cultures, Japan currently does not consider
Ryukyuans to be a distinct ethnic group, even though Ryukyuans were forced to wear
traditional clothing on trips to the capital during the Edo period to mark them as distinct
from mainland Japanese. During the Meiji period, Ryukyuan traditional culture and
languages were also forbidden in schools as part of a forced integration policy. Despite
revival efforts, UNESCO now lists all Ryukyuan languages as endangered.

Grammar point 6.1: The ~T form
This week, we will learn the ~C form, which is one of the most important forms in

Japanese grammar. The ~ form does not mean anything on its own out of context.
However, it serves as the basis for a huge number of Japanese grammar forms.

As with plain form, the rules for making the ~T form are consistent... but change
depending on if you are using a 1) noun or 7% adjective, a 2) \» adjective, or a 3) verb.
Furthermore, a verb’s conjugation depends on if the verb is 1) irregular, 2) %, or 3) 9.

In the first part of this chapter, we will learn how to make the ~T form of all word types.
Because the ~C form doesn’t mean anything on its own though, our examples won’t
include translations, nor is there a “past tense” ~7T form.

Grammar point 6.1.a: ~C forms of nouns & 72 adjectives

To change positive nouns and 72 adjectives into their ~T form, simply add T to the end
of the noun/7s adjective. For instance, the ~ T form of 22 Z is ¥aZ T, and the ~T form of
TNWis EHWT.

Now the we have learned how to create the ~T form, let’s learn its most basic and
important use: connecting sentences together.

If you take a Japanese sentence and change its ending to the ~C form, this works like

Traveling in Japan is not difficult, especially if you are in a large city. If you are staying
within a single city, you can generally get anywhere you need to go using the subway.
Subway tickets are not expensive, and rail cards like PASMO and SUICA (like Sydney’s
OPAL card) are convenient for getting around quickly. Most large cities also have their
subway maps online. Click here, for instance, to see the Tokyo subway map. These maps
may look intimidating, but you’ll quickly get the hang of navigating stations and lines.

Local buses also exist, especially in rural areas. Buses are less convenient than trains and
subways though, and it is sometimes hard to find timetables. Still, if you are planning on
traveling far and have some extra time, it is worth looking to see if any bus trips, especially

cultural exceptionalism — the idea Japanese culture is unique, or even better than oth. ®
societies. In many cases, the consequences are benign. But nihonjinron can also lead to
discrimination and misunderstandings of the reality of life in contemporary Japan.

As students of Japanese language and culture, it is therefore important we recognize and
problematize stereotypical views, and question cultural myths. Your studies here at
Macquarie University will provide you the tools to do this sensitively through sharpened
intercultural communicative skills and empathetic reflection.

As part of your Japanese study here, consider courses like INTS2001 (Language in Use),
JPNS2022 (Exploring Japanese Literature), JPNS3015 (Japanese Contemporary Culture),

& JPNS3021 (Social Issues in Contemporary Japan) in addition to your language study. ‘: ‘: »

The Japanese Language Proficiency Test, better known as the JLPT, is the most globally
recognized test of Japanese ability. The official JLPT website and the Sydney Japan
Foundation website have information on how to sign up. There are usually two tests per
year, and attempting a test will cost around 100 AUD. You can take the test in most n ~
countries, including Australia & Japan.

The JLPT is specifically a test of reading and listening. There are no parts of the test tha
check your speaking or writing ability. When you go, be sure to bring pencils, erasers, and
a non-digital/smart watch. Test rooms may not have a clock.

The Test Levels

The JLPT is divided into 5 levels called N1/2/3/4/5. N5 is the easiest level, while N1 is the
hardest. You should be able to pass N5 without much difficulty after JPNS1020, and will
likely be able to pass N3 after completing 3 years of Japanese study at Macquarie.

The table below breaks down key expectations of each level. Many of these descriptions are
estimates, as the JLPT does not release official information.

Generally speaking, N5 and N4 are mostly valuable as personal achievements. N3 is useful
for applying for work relating to Japan if the work itselfis done in English, as it shows yo
can get around in Japan. N2 is generally required for getting hired by a Japanese compan
where Japanese language use is the norm, or formally enrolling in a Japanese university
N1 is then treated as evidence of near-fluency, but it is required for far fewer jobs than N2.

Other Tests

There are two other major Japanese tests. The Business Japanese Test is specifically
designed to check your ability to work at a Japanese corporation. The Kanji Kentei (B5-f
iE) then tests kanji knowledge. This test has 12 total levels, with the highest testing the
knowledge of 6,355 kanji. Most Japanese people never get close to passing Level 1.

Grammar point 10.3: Relative clauses

Our final grammar point this week is how to make relative clauses in Japanese. A
relative clause is a verb phrase (a verb plus its linked subject(s), object(s), location(s) of
action, etc.) which is used to like an adjective to modify a noun or noun phrase.

To understand relative clauses better, let’s look at some in English first. In the three
English sentences below, the second and third sentence use relative clauses.

1. The small boy is reading a book. His name is Takeshi.
2. The small boy reading a book is Takeshi.
3. Takeshi is the small boy reading a book.

In the second and third sentences, the verb phrase “reading a book” modifies the noun
phrase “the small boy”.

Grammar point 11.2: Using the ~T form to indicate cause and effect

We previously used the ~T form like “and” to connect sentences or list sequences of
events. The ~T form can also be used to imply cause and effect, rather than just list a
sequence of actions. When used this way, the ~C form works like a soft “because”, as the
sentence that ends in the ~C form explains the sentence that follows.

For example, consider the sentence below:

The ~® - A T3 (7>) form is used to either give (~T7 ending) or request (~7> ending)
explanation and/or elaboration.

But it is still an
important form to master, as it is used very commonly in Japanese conversations.

~? T is more formal than ~/ T, although only slightly. The biggest difference
between the two is that ~A 72 is much more common in casual speech than ~®»7Z.

To create the ~® - A, C7 form, just attach it directly to the plain form of any word type
in any tense or positivity. The only exception is the positive present tense of nouns and
72:-adjectives.

The most common path for finding work in Japan after you graduate university is through
some kind of English-teaching program or school. The most well-known is the JET
Programme, which is run by the Japanese government. In Australia, applications for
September of a given year close in November of the previous year, so be sure to start early
if you plan to apply. Besides the JET Programme, there are also a number of private

companies that have contracts with Japanese schools, and private <23 that will hire you

to teach one-on-one or group classes for adults, children, and/or students (often weekend
or afterschool hours). None of these jobs require Japanese proficiency, but it obviously

helps. If you have N3-Level Japanese or better, you can also apply to be a CIR through JET
and work for alocal government organization (you may still teach some days each week).

Before applying for a private company, be sure to check the internet for reviews and
experiences. Broadly speaking, the differences between JET and private are as follows:

While teaching in Japanese schools is generally not a permanent career, it is possible to
turn a JET or private contract into a full time direct-hire position with a school or district.

If you are interested in jobs outside of English teaching, it is still often best to use English
teaching as a way to get into Japan and make contacts. It is generally much easier to make
connections and get hired by a Japanese company from inside Japan. You’ll also want
skills outside of just “being a native English speaker”, so background in Japanese culture
courses, translation, other areas of study, etc., is always a plus.

Major websites for finding jobs in Japan include Daijob, JobsinJapan, GaijinPot, and (for
academicjobs) JREC. As always, be sure to research positions carefully. Another option is
to work for a company in Australia with links to Japan, and seek potential transfers later.
